Regular attendance is defined as attending at least two-thirds of Sunday
School (or local church’s equivalent), Sunday morning worship, and
weekly youth group services/meetings.

3. The student plans to enter the freshman year at MVNU, pursuing any
academic program that leads to an undergraduate baccalaureate degree.

Criteria considered for the scholarship award:

Acceptance for admission* for the Fall 2010 semester at MVNU.
Submission of the scholarship application by the deadline as stated
Signature of pastor or youth pastor to verify application

Outstanding involvements in local, district and regional NYI ministries.

A record of service to others.

An exemplary academic performance in high school.

A written essay entitled: Why a Christian education at MVNU?
Financial need as established by completing the FAFSA (Free Application
for Federal Student Aid) at http:/www.fafsa.ed.gov/ .
