(approximately 4 months) after the date of disbursement or by the end of the student’s last day of
enrollment for the academic year, whichever comes first. Any funds received by the respective
deadlines will be considered a reduction in the principal balance of the loan or reduction in aid
received. Interest fees and charges will not be incurred for the loan funds returned.

2. Attach a check for the EXACT amount you would like to return. You may cash your
refund check and write your own personal check made out to:

4. After the Financial Aid Office receives this form, your student account will be charged
back for the amount you requested.

The amount adjusted will be
indicated on your next bill as a charge back. When a check is received, a payment will
also be indicated. If no check is received, you will be responsible for paying off your
student account for the amount of the requested reduction.
